Dear Valued Supplier,  

Wabash National Corporation strives for excellence in all aspects of its operations. One area of 
focus is our Accounts Payable function. Our goal is to ensure every supplier invoice is  
processed and paid in a timely manner with minimal disruption or internal cost to Wabash  
National. Clear understanding of our policies and procedures by each supplier is an important part of 
this objective.  

As a reminder and consistent with our purchase order terms, Wabash National's standard  
supplier payment terms are Net 60 days. The only exception to this is any supplier who has a 
written contract with Wabash National which stipulates otherwise or any supplier who offers an  
early pay discount which Wabash National may take at its discretion. Effective immediately, all 
supplier invoices, which do not have a written agreement stating otherwise or offer acceptable  
discount terms, will be paid bi-monthly on a Net 60 day basis. Payments will be issued on the  
first business day following the 1st and 15th day of each calendar month.  

For suppliers desiring greater predictability, Wabash National offers ACH payments, which  
allows you to receive payment electronically rather than by check. The attached page outlines how 
ACH payments work and the advantages associated with it.  

Suppliers of non inventory materials and services who wish to receive quicker payment may  
have an opportunity to utilize Wabash National's corporate purchase card which provides  
payment within a matter of days. Please call your normal purchasing contact within our supply  
chain organization for further clarification.
